A pedagogical guideline as well as an instruction 
compiled for support to parents may be used when talking about  
the cartoon.

The cartoon tells a story about luring children online to sexual activity  
(i.e. grooming). The cartoon gives an opportunity to talk with children 
about the social safety skills needed in digital media, that is,  
protecting privacy or sharing photos, but it also gives safety guidelines 
against threatening situations. The goal of the cartoon is to encourage 
children to trust their intuition and judgment when interacting in digital 
media, and also to boost adults’ abilities to support their children’s  
growth and development in such situations.

The cartoon was produced as a joint effort by the City of Oulu’s Safe Oulu 
Project, Work from Art Project of the Culture Power Station and  
Oulu Zonta Clubs. Oulu Police Department, in cooperation with  
the CSE Team of the National Bureau of Investigation, participated  
in this cartoon project, too.
